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This summary covers legislation introducing EDR, as well as legislation that impacts EDR in states that already use it.

Alaska: Senator Bettye Davis (D) introduced an EDR bill in February 2003 that was referred to the State Affairs Committee; the bill died in committee at the end of the session.
Connecticut: An EDR bill was introduced by Senator Donald DeFronzo (D), Assistant Majority Leader and chair of the Government Administration and Elections committee, and Representative Evelyn Mantilla (D), Deputy Majority Leader, in January 2005. However, the bill died in committee in February. Another bill was introduced in February 2005 by Representative Andrew Fleischmann (D), ten other Democrats (nine Representatives and a Senator), and eleven Republicans (seven Representatives and four Senators). As introduced, the bill dealt with absentee ballots; the EDR portion was added in March. It passed the House in June, but before it passed the Senate EDR was removed; instead, voter registration deadlines would be changed to seven days before an election (from fourteen). The bill was signed into law in July 2005.
Florida: Minority Lead Whip Senator Tony Hill (D) introduced an EDR bill in March 2005; it died in the Ethics and Elections Committee in May. Senator Hill also introduced an EDR bill in March 2004; it died in the Ethics and Elections Committee in April 2004. Representative Ken Gottlieb (D) introduced an EDR bill in March 2004, cosponsored by Representative Shelley Vana (D). The bill died in the Ethics and Elections Committee in May 2004.
Hawaii: Six EDR bills were introduced in 2005 by fifteen Democratic legislators, including the Speaker of the House*, House Majority Floor Leader, Senate Assistant Majority Floor Leader, and Senate President*. In addition, thirteen Democrats and one Republican signed on as cosponsors of these bills. The cosponsors include the Senate Minority Policy Leader, House Majority Speaker Emeritus, and Senate Assistant Majority Leader. Seven bills were introduced in 2003 by a total of sixteen Democrats and two Republicans, including the Minority Policy Leader, the Speaker of the House*, Senate President*, Assistant Majority Leader, and Assistant Majority Floor Leader. Six of the bills were referred to committees and died in them. SB 1142, introduced by Senate President* Robert Bunda (D) in January 2003, passed the Senate in March and was referred to the House Judiciary and Finance Committee, where it died in committee at the end of the session.
* Bills put forth by agencies must be introduced by the Speaker or the President; this does not indicate in itself support by either legislator.

Illinois: Three EDR bills were introduced in 2005 by six Democrats, including the Assistant Majority Leader. The bills remain alive in committee. Representative Pat Bailey (D) introduced an EDR bill in 2004, which was referred to the Rules Committee and died there at the end of the session. In January 2003, an EDR bill was introduced by Assistant Majority Leader Representative Lou Lang (D) and cosponsored by Representative John Fritchey (D); it died in committee at the end of the session. Representative Mike Boland (D) introduced a bill in February 2003 that would establish an EDR pilot project, but the bill died in committee at the end of the session.
Indiana: Rep. John Day (D) introduced a bill in January 2005, but the bill died in committee at the end of the session.
Iowa: Rep. Mary Mascher (D) introduced an EDR bill in February 2005. The companion bill in the Senate was introduced by Sen. Jack Kibbie, Democratic President, as well as 22 other Democrats, including the Whip, four Assistant Leaders, the Floor Leader, and the President Pro Tempore. Both bills are in the State Government committee. In January 2004, three Democrats (the Floor Leader, Assistant Leader, and Democratic President) introduced an EDR bill; it was referred to the State Government Committee but died there at the end of the session. In 2003, two Democratic Senators introduced an EDR bill, as did Representative Mary Mascher (D). Both bills died in committee at the end of the session.
Louisiana: In March 2004, Representative Robby Carter (D) introduced an EDR bill, cosponsored by thirteen Democrats. Senator Cleo Fields (D) also introduced a bill that month; both died in committee at the end of the session.
Maine: Rep. Jonathan Courtney (R) introduced a bill that would prohibit EDR in January 2005. The Joint Committee on Legal and Veterans Affairs gave an Ought Not to Pass report in May. Senate President Beth Edmonds (D) introduced a bill in March 2005 that would permit EDR at every polling place; the bill was signed into law in June.
Massachusetts: Six Democrats introduced four bills in January 2005. All four bills were heard in the Joint Committee on Election Laws in July.
Minnesota: In February 2005, two Democratic Representatives introduced a bill that would increase the number of documents acceptable to prove residence for EDR. The bill remains in the Civil Law and Elections Committee. Its companion bill in the Senate, introduced by five Democrats (including the Majority Whip and Assistant Minority Leader) in February, was referred to the Elections Committee, who reported “pass as amended”; the bill got a second reading and was returned to that committee and is still alive. In March 2005, two Democrats, two Republicans, and an Independent introduced a similar bill in the Senate; the bill passed the Elections, State and Local Government Operations, and Crime Prevention and Public Safety Committees. The bill is still alive, but sections regarding acceptable ID (particularly for students) and a requirement for residential facilities to provide a certified list of its employees for EDR use were placed in a House omnibus finance bill that was approved by the governor in June 2005.  In March 2005, six Republican representatives, including the Majority Leader and the Assistant Majority Leader and chair of the Civil Law and Elections Committee, introduced a bill that would limit the number of individuals a person could vouch for as part of EDR to three. The bill received two readings in the Committee on Civil Law and Elections and is still alive there.
A Republican senator introduced a bill in January 2003 that would require all registrants to provide proof of citizenship; the bill died in the Elections Committee at the end of the 2004 session.
Michigan: Senator Liz Brater (D) introduced an EDR bill in January 2005. The bill is currently in the Government Operations Committee.
Missouri: Representative Theodore Hoskins (D) introduced an EDR bill in February 2004; the bill was cosponsored by seven Democrats, including the Minority Whip. The bill died in committee after being heard twice and referred to the Elections Committee.
Montana: SB 302, introduced by Senator Jon Ellingson (D) in January 2005, was signed by the governor on April 18. This bill implements EDR at the county election administrator’s office. Another bill was introduced by Senator Mike Cooney (D) in February 2005, but it missed the deadline for general bill transmittal.
Nebraska: Senator DiAnna Schimek introduced an EDR bill in the unicameral legislature in January 2005; however, the bill died in the Government, Military, and Veterans Affairs Committee (of which Senator Schimek is the chair) that month. The Vote Nebraska Initiative, an election reform task force that included the Secretary of State, election administrators, educators, advocates, and Senator Schimek, recommended EDR (by a vote of 9 to 6) in 2004.
New Hampshire: Two bills that would prohibit EDR were introduced by a total of four Republicans in January 2005. One was sent from the Senate Committee on Internal Affairs as “ought not to pass,” while the other remains in the House Election Law Committee. A similar bill was introduced by Representative Frank Palazzo (R) in December 2004, but the bill was withdrawn from consideration. Three Republicans introduced a bill in January 2003 in the Senate that would require Election Day registrants to recognize the legal implications of declaring New Hampshire residency; the bill passed the Senate but the House Election Law Committee reported “ought not to pass.” The bill died in the House in June 2003.
New Mexico: Senator Gerald Ortiz y Pino (D), a member of the Election Reform Task Force, introduced an EDR bill in February 2005. The Senate Rules Committee reported “do pass” in March; however, the bill died at the end of the session. Representative Jim Trujillo (D) introduced an EDR bill the same month, but it was sent from the House Committee on Consumer and Public Affairs without a recommendation in March and the bill died at the end of the session. The Election Reform Task Force, comprised of the Secretary of State, legislative committee chairs, election administrators, and advocates, will be discussing EDR in late 2005.
New Jersey: Seven Democrats introduced two bills in January 2004, one in May 2004, and one in January 2005, with an additional two Democrats as cosponsors. The sponsors include two Assembly Deputy Speakers. All five bills remain in the State Government committees. Two Democratic Assemblywomen, including the Deputy Speaker, introduced an EDR bill in May 2003, cosponsored by a Democratic Assemblyman. The bill died in the State Government Committee at the end of the session.
New York: Assemblyman Scott Stringer (D) introduced an EDR bill in January 2005, cosponsored by twenty-seven Democrats. The bill was referred to the Election Law Committee and then to the Attorney General for an opinion; the opinion was then referred to the Judiciary Committee. Assemblyman Richard Brodsky (D) also introduced an EDR bill in January 2005. It was cosponsored by four other Democrats. The bill was referred to the Election Law committee and then to the Attorney General for an opinion; the opinion was then referred to the Judiciary committee. Assemblyman Stringer introduced two other EDR bills in 2003; both died in committee. Senator Seymour Lachman (D) also introduced two EDR bills that year; both died in committee at the end of the session.
North Carolina: Three Democrats and one Republican, including the chairs of the Finance Committee and the Election Law and Campaign Finance Reform Committee, introduced a bill in March 2005 that would provide for instant voter registration at early voting sites, with a provision to studying the implementation to determine the feasibility of EDR. The bill was cosponsored by eleven Democrats, including the Majority Whip, Democratic Freshman Chair, and the Vice-Chair of the Election Law and Campaign Finance Reform Committee. The Election Law and Campaign Finance Reform Committee reported favorably with its substitute in July. The bill is still alive. The companion bill was introduced in the Senate by two Democrats, including the Majority Whip, but the bill died in the Judiciary Committee. Representative Paul Luebke (D) introduced an instant runoff voting bill in May 2005; under the bill, if a second primary became necessary, EDR would be available for those who became eligible to vote in the between the first and second primaries. The bill passed the House in May, but was amended to only require a pilot project to test instant runoff voting. 
In April 2003, Majority Whip Senator Jeanne Lucas (D) introduced an EDR bill that was cosponsored by six Democrats and three Republicans. The bill was referred to the Judiciary Committee but died at the end of the session. The companion bill in the House was introduced by four Democrats, including the chair and vice-chair of the Election Law and Campaign Finance Reform Committee, and cosponsored by twelve Democrats, including Majority Whips, and one Republican. The bill was referred to the Election Law and Campaign Finance Reform Committee and died there at the end of the session.
Ohio: Representative Lance Mason (D), Assistant Minority Whip, introduced an EDR bill in December 2003; the bill died in the State Government Committee at the end of the session. Senator Ray Miller (D) also introduced a bill, in January 2004; it was referred to the State and Local Government and Veterans Affairs Committee, where it died at the end of the session.
Oregon: Senator Ryan Deckert (D) introduced an EDR bill in February 2005. The bill passed the Senate but died in the House in August.
Pennsylvania: A bill was introduced in the House in May 2005 by twenty-three Democrats. In the Senate, nine Democrats and one Republican introduced a bill in March 2005. Both bills remain in the State Government committees. The Election Reform Task Force, which included the Secretary of the Commonwealth, advocates, legislators, and election administrators, discussed and narrowly rejected recommending EDR in 2005 (by a vote of 6 to 7). Twenty-two Democrats, including the chair of the State Government Committee, introduced an EDR bill in the House in April 2003; the bill was referred to the State Government Committee but died at the end of the session. Twelve Democratic Senators introduced an EDR bill in February 2003; the bill was also referred to the State Government Committee but died at the end of the session.
Tennessee: Representative Mike Turner (D) introduced an EDR bill in January 2003; however, in February, the bill was withdrawn. Senator Roscoe Dixon (D) introduced an EDR bill in February 2003, but the bill died in the State and Local Government Committee at the end of the session.
Texas: Two Democratic Representatives introduced EDR bills in March 2005. Both bills died in committee.
Utah: Representative Neil Hansen (D) introduced EDR legislation in January 2005. It was referred to the Rules committee and then to the Government Operations committee. It had a second reading in Rules in February, but the bill died in committee in March.
Vermont: Secretary of State Deb Markowitz introduced an EDR bill in April 2005, which was referred to the Committee on Government Operations. It passed the Senate and was referred to the House Committee on Government Operations that same month, where it currently remains. In March 2003, three Democrats and one Progressive introduced a bill to create a committee to study EDR. It was referred to the State Government Committee and died at the end of the session.
Washington: Eight Democrats introduced an EDR bill in the House in January 2004; the bill died in the State Government Committee at the end of the session.
